VETERAN DOG (ent 1, abs 0) 
1st Luke and Hinton’s Fleurfield Jim Beam ShCM. Seven year old Iv/w who has a nicely chiselled head with a 
dark eye. Good straight front and sloping shoulders. Well bent stifle, good topline held on the move, neat 
tail, Moved really well with enthusiasm.  
 
MINOR PUPPY DOG (ents 3, abs 1) 
1st Lewis’ Braithwaite Pole Position Fallowfield. O/w, lovely size for his age, typical head with dark eye and 
high set ear. Good length of neck running into sloping shoulder. Needs to drop in brisket, good topline and 
tailset. Strong quarters low hock and he moved well.  
2nd Mennan and Sweeney’s, Joneva Just Imagine. Another o/w with a typical head and dark points. Tall and 
rangy, will be a big boy when fully grown. 
 
PUPPY DOG (ents 5, abs 1) 
1st Oddie’s Chesterhope One Way Ticket (Al). Excellent b/w puppy with a big future, a very stylish dog both 
stacked and on the move. Typical Pointer head with a good occiput and kind expression. Long muscular 
neck flowing into nicely angulated shoulders. Deep brisket, well bent stifles and a nice, neat tail which he 
used well on the move. Delighted to award him BPIB and to hear that he later won PG2.  
2nd Sillinces’s Davigdor Flanders Field. O/w with a kindly expression, good flews and ear set. Long neck, nice 
straight front, shoulder rather upright, good spring of rib, Moved well but would benefit from more 
ringcraft training.  
3rd Anthony's Jilony Luther.  
 
JUNIOR DOG (ents 2, abs 0) 
1st Westaway’s Teisgol Keep on Going via Penwest. Lem/w with a nicely dished head, soft expression. Good 
bone, nicely laid shoulder, good depth of brisket and spring of rib, slightly arched loin. Well bent stifle, 
powered round the ring, Pleased to award him RCC.  
2nd Hall's Jilony Columbo. Played up a bit but has all the attributes to go on and do well in the ring when he 
settles to the job.  
 
POST GRADUATE DOG (ents 3, abs 0) 
1st Ram's Jilony Brown Velvet. Lv/w with a classic head, nice kindly expression, dished face and high ear set. 
Elegant long neck, lovely topline and tailset. Good depth of brisket, well turned stifle, low hock. Really 
moved well.  
2nd Mennen and Sweeney's Lundgarth Wild Yarrow. Lovely b/w, really my type but needs to build 
confidence and slow down a bit on the move. Would benefit from more ringcraft training.  
3rd Gordon's Hawkfield Auspicious.  
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LIMIT DOG (ents 6, abs 0) 
1st Henshaw and Goodchild’s Sharnphilly Vice Versa. This kennel consistently produces beautiful Pointers 
and this b/w dog is no exception. Classic head with a nice stop and chiselling. Good open nostrils and 
pronounced occiput. Neat high set ears. Long clean neck into sloping shoulders, nice straight front, sloping 
pasterns and good bone. Lovely topline with slightly arched loin, hard muscled quarters. Lovely elegant dog 
of a perfect size. Moved true and sound. Easy CC winner.  
2nd Gerrard's Carmandine Count On Me. B/w out of a bigger and heavier mould. Not quite the shape of 
head but has a kindly expression. Strongly built dog with lots of bone and deep brisket. Well bent stifle, 
neat tail used well on the move.  
3rd Barker and Hart-Simm’s Lets Get Moving at Flinthill. 
 
OPEN DOG (ents 5, abs 0) 
1st Jamieson and Macara’s Sh Ch Kanix Newsflash at Glenfinnan. Lv/w with a pleasing head, good dish and 
neat high set ears. Deep brisket, straight front, good sloping pasterns. Nice topline and neat tail used well 
on the move. Well muscled and excellent mover.  
2nd Blackburn-Bennett's Kanix Obi at Stargang. A very attractive o/w dog with lovely lines, classic head with 
kind eye and pronounced occiput. Clean long neck, good depth of chest, good bone and straight front. 
Sloping topline and well turned stifle. In superb condition and he moved really well.  
3rd Layton’s Joneva Born To Thrill.  
 
VETERAN BITCH (ents 3, abs 0) 
1st Hewitt’s Drovesborough’s Miss Marple. Seven year old Lv/w with a typical Pointer head, nice dark eye 
and neat ear. Nicely put together with a sloping shoulder and good straight front. Lovely lines all round and 
well muscled. She moved well with enthusiasm, and I was delighted that she the won Veteran Group later 
in the day. BV and VG1.  
2nd Isherwood’s Simitry Iced Ginger. Another classy stylish o/w with a lovely typical head. Long elegant 
neck, lovely topline and tailset. Strong muscled body, good bend of stifle and good action and movement 
when cooperating with her handler.  
3rd Leith’s Anniezu Sweet Dreams.  
 
MINOR PUPPY BITCH (ents 5. Abs 1) 
1st Bond's Joneva Azelia Banks. Two beautiful puppies stood first and second in this class. Very lightly 
marked o/w with a lovely classic head. Good bone, depth of brisket and spring of rib. Good topline, nice 
bend of stifle, strong quarters and moved well. Exciting prospect for the future.  
2nd Oddie's Sharnphilly Sugarplum. The above remarks also apply to this lovely lem/w bitch. Her rather 
proud tail carriage was the deciding factor.  
 
PUPPY BITCH (ents 2, abs 1) 
1st Bannister’s Sharnphilly Figgy Pudding. Another o/w with a lovely head. Nice long neck, well developed 
ribcage. Elegant outline, well turned stifle and well muscled. Let down by her pasterns. 
 
JUNIOR BITCH (ents 2, abs 0) 
1st Booth’s Lundgarth Everest JW. Elegant classy o/w bitch with a lot to like about her. I see she is by a dog I 
have previously awarded a CC. Pretty head with nice dark eye and neat ears. Good bone, nice straight 
front, sloping pasterns and well developed ribcage. Lovely strong quarters which powered her round the 
ring.  
2nd Leith’s Boldog Tuz Anya at Solheim. A stylish b/w bitch with nice lines. Good all round, excellent mover, 
just not cooperating with her handler.  
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POST GRADUATE BITCH (ents 9, abs 2) 
1st Anthony's Jilony Beautiful Dream. Heavier marked b/w with a strong head, large dark eye, pronounced 
occiput. Elegant neck, good depth of brisket and excellent bend of stifle. Used her tail nicely on the 
move.  
2nd Booth’s Sharnphilly Ginger Fizz at Lundgarth. Similar remarks apply to this o/w bitch, another stylish 
mover but little wide in front.  
3rd Bannister’s Wilchrimane Trinket at Janeryl.  
 
LIMIT BITCH (ents 4, abs 1) 
1st Matthews’ Sonham Chasing Rainbows. A beautiful blanket marked b/w. She has a real classic head, 
nice dark eye and soft expression. Nice open nostrils and well turned flews. Long elegant neck, well laid 
shoulder, good bone and straight front. Well sprung ribs, short coupled loin. Muscular quarters with good 
second thigh and low hock. Lovely lines which she really showed off on the move. Delighted to award her 
CC and well deserved BOB.  
2nd Gordon's Hawsfield Flibbertigibert. A much bigger heavier bitch all over. Attractive head, well placed 
ears, nice long neck, good topline and tailset. Rather laboured on the move. 
3rd Isherwood's Simitry Kiss From A Rose. 
 
OPEN BITCH (ents 4, abs 0) 
1st Thirlwell’s Sh Ch Sharnphilly Santa Rosa. Lovely o/w, again a beautiful head, clean muscular neck, good 
front and bone. Well let down brisket, short coupled loin. Well muscled, lovely mover with a lashing tail. 
Pleased to award her RCC. 
2nd Dyer and Oddie’s Sh Ch Sharnphilly Serendipity JW. A strong well built o/w bitch, lots to like about her. 
Classic head, clean elegant neck, nice straight front and sloping pastern. Lovely muscled quarters, excellent 
mover.  
3rd Gerrard, Bell and Galloway’s Sh Ch Chesterhope C’mon Over to Carmandine. (Imp NZ)
